Fabric Preparation  
1. With the water-soluble marker, draw a line down the center of the 2” x 28” strip of 

Fabric #14 along the length. 

2. Place the 2” x 28” strip of PFAFF® Tear-A-Way Stabilizer under the fabric. 

Sewing Machine Preparations  
1. Insert a PFAFF® Topstitch Needle Size 90/14 in your PFAFF® sewing machine. 

2. Attach the Extension Table, this will give you a larger sewing surface and better 

support for your project. 

3. Thread with Robison-Anton Metallic Embroidery thread on top and Robison-Anton 

Poly Filament Bobbin thread on the bobbin. 

4. Attach the 2A Fancy Stitch Foot to your PFAFF® sewing machine.  

5. Refer to the User’s Guide for your PFAFF® sewing machine on how to create a 

Sequence using decorative stitches. 
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Sequence Creator on creative icon™ 2 

1. In Sewing Mode, select the Sequence Creator icon.    
 

 
  

2. Touch Load Stitch and the available stitch categories are listed 

horizontally, swipe to see more categories.  

3. Select category 5. Decorative, Subcategory 2, Stitch 38 or the 

stitch of your choice. 

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

 

4. Add another stitch: category 5. Decorative, Subcategory 2, Stitch 39 or the stitch 

of your choice. 

5. Select OK  and your sequence is loaded and ready to stitch out.  
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Sewing Instructions

2. Remove the stabilizer. 

3. Press with a SINGER® Steam Iron. 

4. Cut strip into 4(1½” x 6”) pieces.  

Sewing Machine Preparations  
1. Insert a PFAFF® Universal Needle Size 80/12 in your PFAFF® sewing machine. 

2. Thread with 50wt cotton sewing thread on top and on the bobbin. 

3. Attach the ¼ Inch Quilting Foot for IDT™ System or Clear ¼ Inch Quilting Foot for 

IDT™ System to your PFAFF® sewing machine and engage the IDT™. 

4. Select a Straight Stitch. 

 

Sewing Instructions 

1. Sew the 1½” x 6” pieces of Fabric #14 to 

the 5” x 6” piece of Fabric #13, Confetti 

Cloth, Pintuck fabric and Fabric #12 as 

shown using a ¼” seam allowance. 

2. Press seam to one side. 
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3. Sew the pieces together as shown.  

4. Press seams to one side.

Sewing Machine Preparations  
1. Remove the presser foot. 

2. Snap on the Circular Attachment by snapping the two hooks (A) on the attachment 

into the two holes (B) on the stitch plate.  

 

 

 

 

 

  

  

 

3. Attach the Sewing Star Foot for IDT™ System to your PFAFF® sewing machine 

and engage the IDT™.  

4. Select a Straight Stitch. 
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5. Set the size of the circle on the Circular Attachment by positioning the tip of the 

SizeGuide on 26cm.  

Note: If your machine features an automatic thread cutting function, it is

Sewing Instructions 

1. Place the 12” x 12” piece of PFAFF® Whisper Web Mesh Fuse-on Stabilizer, with the 
shiny side facing the right side of the pieced block and pin together. 

2. Push the pivot pin through the fabric at the center intersection point. 
3. Place the pivot pin in the hole of the SizeGuide.  
4. Stitch around the entire piece, backstitching at the beginning and end. 
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5. Remove the pivot pin and your fabric from your 
machine. 

6. Trim a ¼” away from the stitched line.   
 

7. Pull the stabilizer out slightly and cut a slit in the 
stabilizer big enough to turn the circle through. 

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

 

 

8. Turn right sides out 
9. Place the Appliqué Pressing Sheet on your pressing 

surface and press around the edges of the circle.  
 

Fabric Preparation  
1. With the water-soluble marker, draw lines on the Fabric #12 and Fabric #13 for 

stitching out your quilt information such as the quilt name, your name and date.  

2. Mark a vertical line for your stitches starting point. 
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Sewing Machine Preparations  
1. Remove the presser foot and remove the Circular Attachment.  

2. Attach the Sewing Star Foot for IDT™ System  

3. Insert a PFAFF® Topstitch Needle Size 90/14 in your PFAFF® sewing machine. 

4. Thread with Robison-Anton 40wt Rayon thread on top and Robison-Anton Poly 

Filament Bobbin thread on the bobbin. 

5. Refer to the User’s Guide for your PFAFF® sewing machine on how to create a 

Sequence using fonts. 

Sequence Creator on creative icon™ 2 

1. Select the Sequence Creator icon.    
 

 

 
 
2. Touch Load Font to select a desired font. Available fonts are 

listed vertically, swipe to see more.  

3. Select Block alphabet 12 or the font of your choice.  

4. Close the Load Font window. 

5. Using the keyboard on the screen and type in the word for the 

first line. 

  

  

  

  

  

 

 

 

  

  

6. Minimize the keyboard. Open Edit Stitch.  
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7. Select the Tie-Off Command and the Cut Command from the Stitch Settings this 

will add a Tie-off and Cut at the end of your word. If you select the Icon Information 

it will tell you what the name of each icon is. 

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

 

 

 

 

 

  

8. Select OK  and your sequence is loaded on the stitch out screen.  

9. Since you only want to stitch out one repeat of your word, select Stitch Repeat. 

10. This will open a new window with the choice of Patchwork Program and Single 

Stitch Program. 

11. Select Single Stitch Program and input 1 for the number of Repetitions.  
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12. Place a piece of PFAFF® Tear-A-Way Stabilizer under the fabric where you are 

going to stitch. Stitch out the word, using your drawn lines as a guide. 

13. Repeat this process for all the words you want to stitch on your label. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Fabric Preparation  
1. With the water-soluble marker, mark the 

centerlines on the wrong side of the 13” x 13” 

piece of Fabric #10.  

2. Center the 12” circle template on top and draw 

the circle.  

3. Place the 13” x 13” piece of PFAFF® Whisper 

Web Mesh Fuse-on Stabilizer, with the shiny 

side facing the right side of Fabric #10. Pin 

together. 

 

Sewing Machine Preparations  
1. Insert a PFAFF® Universal Needle Size 80/12 in your PFAFF® sewing machine. 

2. Thread with 50wt cotton sewing thread on top and on the bobbin. 

3. Select a Straight Stitch. 
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Sewing Instructions 

1. Stitch around the entire piece following the drawn 
circle, backstitching at the beginning and end. 
 
 
 
 

2. Trim a ¼” away from the stitched line.   
3. Pull the stabilizer out slightly and cut a slit in the stabilizer big enough to turn the

4. Turn right sides out 
5. Place the Appliqué Pressing Sheet on your pressing 

surface and press around the edges of the circle.  
6. Center the pieced section on top of the Fabric #10 

circle. 
7. Press in place, making sure to have the Appliqué 

Pressing Sheet on your pressing surface.  
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Sewing Machine Preparations  
1. Attach the Bi Level Guide Foot for IDT™ System to your PFAFF® 

sewing machine and engage the IDT™.  
2. Select the Invisible Appliqué Stitch you created with the Stitch 

Creator™ or the altered Blind Hem Stitch from Class 4. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Sewing Instructions 

1. Sew along the edge of the small circle with the Invisible Appliqué 
Stitch you created with the Stitch Creator™ or the altered Blind 
Hem Stitch.  

2. When stitching the straight stitch should be along the fold and 
the zigzag portion of the stitch should be on the small circle.  

3. Fuse the completed label to back of your quilt. 
4. Hand stitch it in place.
