1(3” x 42”) Candlewicking Stitches (Class 5) 

1(10½” x 20½”) Section under Large Circle (Class 9)

¼ yard 2(2½” x 25½”) Top & Bottom Rows Piecing (Class 2)  

2(1¾” x 15”) Center Row Large Band (Class 9)

Note: Confetti cloth is created with a base fabric that has 

threads, yarn and glitter sprinkled on top then covered with 

sheer organza. The layers are stitched together using a 

decorative stitch.

1 yard 1(19” x 30”) Confetti Cloth Topper for Piecing (Class 1) 

1(23” x 23”) Confetti Cloth Topper for Large Circle (Class 1)
